 I had the pleasure of meeting 
Roger Mandeville at Barbers Mo-
torsports Park during the Legends of 
Motorsports Event on May 20

th
 of 

this year.  The Colliers Foundation 
had set up in the Paddock, and 
Roger was relaxing under a ñPop-
Upò there.  Alongside him were busy 

mechanics 
scurrying 
about, 
making fi-
nal prepa-
rations for 
him to take 
one of the 
cars out 
onto the 
track for 
some prac-
tice laps.  

 
 Three 

cars from the Colliers Collection sat 
underneath the white awning.  
These cars, from Naples, Florida, 
included a beautiful red 1965 Ferrari 

250LM Berlinetta GT, a white 1967 
Porsche 910/6 and a 1971 Porsche 
908/3 Prototype in Gulf/Porsche col-
ors. 
 
 I spoke with Roger about his past 
experiences as a driver.  He has 
been behind the wheel of several out-
standing cars, both in the collection 
and those that he has campaigned 
himself.  In the course of his driving 
career, Roger has won three IMSA 
National championships.  He has 
worked on and participated in the de-
sign of several types of motors for 
race cars.  He is most proud of the 
Mazda engines. Currently and for the 
past ten years he has been THE 
driver of the 160+ race cars in the 
Collier Collection.  
 
 This weekend he was driving the 
Porsche 908/3.  When asked how it 
feels to take a car with a price tag 
containing at least seven zeros, he 
only smiled and said ñNone of us 
want to hurt our cars.ò  Roger spoke 
of the way the Porsche had ñelectric 

1965 Ferrari 250LM Berlinetta GT  
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powerò and de-
scribed the power 
curve as ñcoming 
on quickly and 
smoothly.ò  He 
noted that the 
handling of the 
90.6 inch wheel-
base car was ex-
quisite, quick and 
responsive.  The 
crowd at Barbers 
Park this week-
end all seemed to 
get excited when 
the Porsche was 
cutting its way 
through a corner, 
then running 
down the straights 
with that beautiful 
sound of power. 
 
 As we 

talked more about the cars in the 
Collier Collection he said, ñIf the 
cars are ready to race they need to 
be driven.ò  These cars are kept in 
racing shape at all times, and they 
do indeed need to be driven.  
 
 When asked what he thought of 
the Barber Track, Roger leaned 
back and smiled as he explained, 
ñIt is a very technical track, and a 
lot of fun to drive, with moments of 
exhilarating fun and terror.ò  Then 
after a short pause he said: ñI love 
it!ò 
 
 At the end of the weekend I 
found Roger once again and we 
talked cars (of course).  I was curi-
ous to know which car was his fa-
vorite to drive at speed.  He had a 
thoughtful look on his face as he

told me; ñAs much as I enjoy driv-
ing these cars (pointing to the Fer-
rari and Porsches behind him), my 
favorite is the Scarab.ò   We didnôt 
have much time to explore this ob-
servation, but I have this image of 
him sitting behind the wheel of a 
1958 model with the big Chevrolet 
engine.  
 
 In the course of all our conver-
sations over the weekend, I kept 
looking for what really makes the 
driver.  Roger has a wonderful 
sense of humor and loves ñhisò 
cars.  He is a stickler for details 
and the responsiveness from the 
car.  All of these are great quali-
ties, but the one thing that showed 
up in his manner that I feel makes 
him a great driver, and one that 
stands out from all the rest is sim-
ply; confidence, confidence in him-
self and his crew.
